Alert Tones  

Call Queued 
1 short low-frequency tone followed by 2 
short high-frequency tones. Indicates call 
is queued and will be granted later. 

Call Denied 
3 short mid-frequency tones. Indicates the 
radio is out of coverage or group is active. 

Grant 
1 short mid-frequency. After pressing the 
PTT button, this tone indicates that it is ok 
to talk. 

Call Removed 
1 long low-frequency tone. Notifies the 
user that their current call has been 
rejected or has failed. 

Incoming 
Distress  

3 short high-frequency tones. Sounds 
when the user receives a Distress on a 
scanned group. 

No Key Loaded 
6 short mid-frequency tones. Sounds 
during encrypted calls if no key is loaded.

2 short low-frequency tones.

Display  

�x The Status Bar, at the bottom of the display, provides 
information about the last PTT, Distress status, Text 
status, and Registration status. You can also edit settings 
and Presence Information from here.   

�x The Calls tab allows the user to transmit/receive calls, 
send text message, and add groups/individuals to the 
map.  The Calls tab also allows you to change the 
selected profile and view groups assigned to that profile.   

�x The Map tab shows mapped groups/contacts.  
 

  
 

Display (continued)  

�x The Groups tab lists all members of the selected group.  

�x The Contacts tab lists all of your contacts and allows you 
to add new contacts.  

�x The History tab lists received and transmitted calls, 
conversations, text messages, location (GPS) requests, 
and Distress calls.  It also allows you to playback audio 
from the call if available.   

�x The Text tab allows you to send text messages.   
 

Call Status Area  

The Call Status Areas in the ICall Panel, Group Panel, and 
Profile Panel act as PTT buttons for the contact or group 
associated with it.  The icon on the left gives details about 
the group or call state. 

 
The color of the Call Status area indicates the current 
activity: 

�x Blue background indicates “Idle” mode (i.e., no active 
call). 

�x Yellow background indicates outgoing calls. 

�x Green background indicates incoming calls. 

�x Red background indicates “Distress” mode. 

Transmit a Group Call  

1. Click and hold the Call Status Area of the desired group 
in the Profile tab or the selected Group in the Group tab 
to PTT.  

2. Begin speaking. When transmitting, the Call Status Area 
is yellow.  

3. When finished, release PTT.
