
The L3Harris RF-1950 is a horizontal 
polarized antenna for Near Vertical 
Incident Skywave (NVIS) and medium 
range coverage. Engineered for 
rooftop deployment, the antenna’s 
elements are supported by a 
galvanized 7 by 7-foot steel base 
and a 30-foot fiberglass mast. Four 
galvanized bases allow use of up to 
four guy lines without any perforation 
through a vehicle’s roof top. The RF-1950 
provides high-angle frequencies.
